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This planning appeal chal lenges Counci l ’s ap-
proval of Resident ial  A development  in 67 hec-
tares of key koala habitat  in the Redland Shire. 
Major  issues in the case are the impact  of the 
development  on koala habitat  and the appro-
pr iateness of Resident ial  A development  on 
Rural/Non-Urban land. 

Wildl i fe Preservat ion Society of Queensland 
Bayside Branch (WPSQ Bayside) is being rep-
resented by sol ici tors EDO Qld, barr ister  Steve 
Kel iher , town planner  Peter  Syson and ecolo-
gist  Lynn Rober ts. The case has been set  down 
to be heard for  seven days before the Planning 
and Environment  Cour t  in Br isbane from Mon-
day 12 February – Tuesday 20 February 2007.

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In this Planning and Environment  Cour t  appeal, EDO-NQ are act ing for  the Mitchel l 
River  Watershed Management  Group Inc and nearby farmers who have co-responded 
to an appeal by D &  R Lavis Waste Disposal. Mareeba Shire Counci l  refused the Lavis’ 
mater ial change of use applicat ion to pasteur ise grease t rap waste, chicken l i t ter  and 
other  sol ids then use that  as a soi l  condit ioner  on land at  Dimbulah. The Lavis’ have 
appealed that  refusal. EDO-NQ act  for  the Co-respondents who are concerned about 
the integr i ty and water  qual i ty of Eureka Creek downst ream from the proposed site, 
which provides water  for  stock, domest ic and recreat ional purposes and flows into the 
Walsh River . The aquat ic and ter rest r ial fauna depend on both of those t ropical water-
ways remaining free of contaminat ion by toxic chemicals. The mat ter  is l ikely to be 
heard ear ly in 2007. 



 

I n mid 2006, extensive clear ing 
of remnant  vegetat ion between 
the Newlands mine and Coll ins-
vi l le was car r ied out  by or  for  
Xstrata Coal  to faci l i tate the 
t ranspor t  of a Monster  dragl ine 
through a cor r idor  some 100km 
long and between 20 to 70 me-
t res wide. The clear ing was done 
under  a clear ing permit  issued 
by the Depar tment  of Natural 
Resources and Water  (“DNRW”), 
but  the cleared t rack t raversed 
remnant  vegetat ion containing: 

Endangered plant  species pro-

tected under  the Nature Conser-
vation Act 1992, and no permit  
was issued by the Environmental 
Protect ion Agency; and  

Threatened ecological communi-
t ies and threatened flora and 
fauna species protected under  
the federal Envi ronment Protec-
tion and Biodiversi ty Conserva-
tion Act 1999, wi th no refer ral  to 
the Depar tment of Envi ronment 
and Her i tage (“DEH”). 

DEH are now formally invest i-
gat ing the clear ing, and are in 

the process of making a decision 
as to what  act ions (i f any) they 
wil l  take against  the par t ies re-
sponsible for  the clear ing. EDO-
NQ is in contact  wi th DEH and 
we await  an update on how the 
invest igat ion is progressing. 

I n addit ion, several of the condi-
t ions imposed by the DRNW 
clear ing permit  have not  be com-
pl ied with. EDO-NQ is lobbying 
DNRW to ensure that  appropr i-
ate enforcement  act ion is taken 
and necessary remedial works 
are car r ied out . 
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Since our  last  Bul let in, the devel-
oper  has star ted clear ing vegeta-
t ion (including impor tant  cycads) 
and cut t ing, capping and on-site 
blast ing to construct  access roads 
across the si te, purpor tedly pursu-
ant  to a November  2006 approval 
issued by Cairns Ci ty Counci l  
(“CCC”). This is despite approval 
condit ions which prohibit  opera-
t ional works (except  with CCC ap-
proval) unt i l  the end of the wet  sea-
son on 1 Apr i l  2007, prohibit  on-
site blast ing (except  with CCC ap-
proval) and require cycads to be 
t ransplanted. EDO-NQ has for -
mally raised with CCC the devel-
oper ’s apparent  fai lure to comply 
with some of the approval condi-
t ions. CCC has so far  fai led to 
meaningful ly respond to those con-

cerns, and EDO-NQ is now refer -
r ing the mat ter  to the Premier  
and the Minister  for  Local  Gov-
ernment  and Planning. 

I n Cour t , EDO-
NQ act  for  CAF-
NEC and Save 
our  Slopes (“SOS”) 
who are seeking 
declarat ions from 
the Planning and 
Environment  
Cour t  that  ear l ier  
CCC approvals 
are inval id, because CCC did not  
fol low proper  process or  take rele-
vant  considerat ions into account . 
The hear ing of the remaining 
grounds of this legal chal lenge 
wil l  proceed in 2007, after  the 
unsuccessful appeal against  a 

st r ike out  of many grounds (see 
previous Bul let in). 

Out  of Cour t , EDO-NQ, SOS 
and CAFNEC wil l  cont inue to 

lobby the Pre-
mier , key Minis-
ters and other  
MPs to use the 
State’s powers to 
overr ide the ar -
chaic approval 
for  False Cape 
which enables 
the development  

to avoid complying with the cur -
rent  environmental standards in 
the planning scheme. This Joh-
era style development  must  be 
stopped from devastat ing 
Queensland’s precious environ-
ment .

In October 2006, Ian Camp-
bel l , then Federal Minister  for  
the Environment, gave ap-
proval to the Cardwell Shire 
Counci l  to construct  two 
breakwaters along the edges 
of the already dredged access 
channel at  Port  H inchinbrook. 
The purpose of the breakwa-
ters was to “improve” access 
to the pr ivate-owned resor t , 
despite two previous Federal 
E n v i r on m en t  M i n i st er s 
(Faulkner  and Hi l l ) refusing 
to give such approval. 

The breakwaters have now 

been sinking into the deep 
soft  si l ts of the Hinchinbrook 
Passage. The sinking has led 
to much more rock being used 
to const ruct  the breakwaters 
than or iginal ly expected, and 
in places has displaced the 
sur face of the sea bot tom. 
EDO-NQ has advised Al l iance 
to Save Hinchinbrook (“ASH”) 
on i ts legal r ights in relat ion 
to the federal government ’s 
approval, and that  advice is 
being considered. In the 
meant ime, ASH wil l  cont inue 
to monitor  the integr i ty (or  

otherwise) of the breakwaters. 
EDO-NQ assisted ASH with 
an unsuccessful judicial  re-
view of the state government ’s 
approval of the breakwaters 
in 2006, on the grounds that  
Envi r onment al  Pr ot ect i on 
Agency had failed to consider  
the impacts of the breakwater 
on the area and i ts wi ldl i fe 
including the increased r isk of 
boat  st r ikes on dugongs.

Thanks to the organisers of the 
Greenhouse Tent  for  another  in-
format ive, pro-environment  pro-
gram enjoyed by al l !  
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to banks in which Gunns own 
shares. 

Good news came in mid Decem-
ber  2006, when Gunns’ lawyers 
Clayton Utz advised 
that  they would not  
proceed with the 
claims in relat ion to 
lobbying the Japanese 
customers, the banks 
and the Banksia 
Award. The dropped 
“corporate campaign” claims ac-
counted for  over  $3.5 mil l ion of 
the damages claimed. Five of the 
20 defendants have now had al l  

claims against  them dropped, 
including Austral ian Greens 
Senator  Bob Brown and Doctors 
for  Nat ive Forests I nc. Claims 
remain against  15 defendants 

(including The Wi l-
derness Society and 
five of i ts key work-
ers) over  a disparate 
range of act ions in 
defence of Tasma-
nia’s forests. The 

case returns to Cour t  on 25 
January 2007 for  direct ions on 
how to deal with the remaining 
claims. 

Readers wi l l  know of woodchip-
ping giant  Gunns Ltd’s claim for  
$6.89 mil l ion in damages from 20 
people from The Greens and The 
Wilderness Society for  t respass, 
sabotage and obstruct ion on i ts 
logging sites in Tasmania. I n our  
August-October  2006 Bul let in we 
repor ted that  Gunns had fi led a 
four th version of i ts statement  of 
claim, which dropped some al le-
gat ions and claims against  some 
of the defendants, but  had asked 
for  more t ime to plead claims 
regarding the environmental ists’ 
campaigns in Japan and relat ing 
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Veget at i on  clear i ng 

Midnight  on 31 December  2006 
saw the en d of  br oadscale t r ee 
clear i ng for  agr iculture in Qld, 
as the two-year  phase out  legis-
lated in 2004 concluded.  

EDO congratulates the Qld gov-
ernment  on this landmark 
achievement , which wil l  great ly 
assist  Austral ia in at tempt ing to 
meet  our  non-binding Kyoto Pro-
tocol greenhouse gas emission 
target .  

However , EDO would l ike to see 
the remaining loopholes in the 
legislat ion closed: bet ter  protec-
t ion for  urban vegetat ion, protec-
t ion for  regrowth vegetat ion with 
impor tant  habitat  or  r ipar ian 
funct ion, and declarat ions of ar -
eas of high nature conservat ion 
value. 

Accoun t able Gover nmen t  

The Whistleblowers (Disclosure to 
Member of Par l iament) Amend-
ment Bi l l  2006 was tabled in 
Queensland Par l iament  on 31 Oc-
tober  2006 and is expected to pass 
ear ly in 2007. The amendments 
extend the pr ot ect i ons for  w h i s-
t l eblow er s to cont ractors working 
for  publ ic sector  ent i t ies, and al-
lows for  publ ic interest  disclosures 
to be made to Members of Qld Par-
l iament . Such disclosures may 
then be refer red to an appropr iate 
invest igatory body or  agency, at  
the discret ion of the MP. 

EDO wil l  repor t  back on the im-
pacts of the lengthy Local  Gov-
ernment and Other  Legislation 
Amendment Bi l l  2006, int ro-
duced on 28 November 2006, in 
the February 2007 Bul let in. 

 

Cl i mat e Change 

See our  recent  Cl imate Change

Feder al  Env i r on men t al  L aw s 

Recent ly there have been federal 
amendments about  radioact ive 
waste management , protect ion of 
Antarct ic seals, air  pol lut ion from 
ships, the Murray-Dar l ing Basin 
and decommissioning nuclear  fa-
ci l i t ies. Contact  EDO Qld i f you 
would l ike more informat ion on 
any of these amendments. 
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Ener gy 

Fol lowing federal pol icy specula-
t ion in the wake of the Ziggy Swit -
kowski repor t  on nuclear  power, 
the Nuclear  Faci l i t ies Prohibi tion 
Bi l l  2006 was int roduced on 29 
November 2006 and is expected to 
pass once Queensland Parl iament  
resumes in 2007.  

The Bi l l  prohibi ts nuclear  faci l i -
t ies, including uranium enr ich-
ment  plans (but  not uranium min-
ing or  explorat ion), nuclear  power 
stat ions and nuclear  waste si tes in 
Queensland. Exempt ions apply for  
nuclear  powered vessels and nu-
clear  mater ials used for  “research” 
and medical purposes. The Bi l l  
makes i t  an offence with high pen-
alt ies to conduct  any of the prohib-
i ted act ivi t ies, and also gives 
r ights to any person to seek a dec-
larat ion or  enforcement  order  in 
the Planning and Environment  
Cour t  to prevent  or  remedy an of-
fence.  

The Bi l l  also mandates a plebisci te 
to obtain the views of Queensland 
voters i f the Commonwealth takes 
any legislat ive or  pol icy steps to 

faci l i tate the const ruct ion or  opera-
t ion of a nuclear  faci l i ty in Queen-
sland. 

Plann i ng &  Developmen t  

We flagged the State Development  
and Other  Legislat ion Amendment  
Act  2006 in our  last  Bul let in and 
have now fur ther  considered the 
impl icat ions of the amendments, 
which commenced on 7 December 
2006. A new category of “prescr ibed 
projects” has been added to the Act  
with i ts own fast -t rack rules. The 
Minister  can declare a project  a 
“prescr ibed project ”, which can in-
clude a “cr i t ical  infrast ructure pro-
ject ”. This enables the Coordinator-
General to hurry up other  govern-
ment  depar tment  decision making 
and step in and take over  i f decision 
making is taking too long. Once 
assesssment  of a prescr ibed project  
is taken over  by the Coordinator-
General, the powers of al l  other  
depar tments are demoted to provid-
ing advice only and their  veto 
power against  a project  is removed. 
The powers of the publ ic to appeal 
approval of such a project  are also 
removed. In a fur ther  snub to the 
communit y, judicial  review r ights 

for  cr i t ical  infrast ructure declara-
t ions are removed, which places 
them completely outside the realm 
of publ ic appeal. There is also a 
worrying reference to “voluntary 
environment  agreements” which 
the Coordinator-General can enter 
into for  prescr ibed projects. I t  is 
unclear  whether  these voluntary 
ar rangements are to be used in 
place of binding condit ions to pro-
tect  the environment . The t rend of 
cent ral ising greater  powers in a 
non-elected bureacrat  to steamrol l 
infrast ructure projects with envi-
ronmental impacts and lock out  
the communit y is of great  concern 
to EDO.  

I PA 

The deadl ines for  local govern-
ments to adopt  IPA planning 
schemes have been regular ly ex-
tended over  the past  few years. In 
perhaps the final extension, the 22 
December 2006 Govt  Gazet te sets 
new expiry dates for  some shires’ 
pr e-I PA t r ansi t ional  planning 
schemes, including 31 March 2007 
for  Beaudeser t , Gat ton and Mir iam 
Vale Shire Counci ls and 30 Apr i l  
2007 for  Dalby Shire Counci l .  



 

Pr ot ect ed Ar eas 

December 2006 amendments to 
the Gr eat  Bar r i er  Reef  Mar ine 
Park Regulat ions make i t  an of-
fence to fish in a Mar ine Nat ional  
Park Area without  the permission 
of the GBRMP Author i ty except  in 
accordance with the Zoning Plan.  

This offence is included in the l ist  
of minor  offences for  which a pen-
alty infr ingement  not ice (PIN, an 
on-the-spot -fine) can be issued in-
stead of a prosecut ion, along with 
fishing in a conservat ion zone, l i t -
ter ing and not  displaying correct  
moor ing informat ion. Payment  of 
the PIN protects the offender  from 
prosecut ion and no convict ion is 
recorded. However , prosecut ion 
can st i l l  be sought  instead of a PIN 
(or  i f the PIN is not  complied with) 
i f the Author i ty chooses. 

In mid December 2006, the state’s 
Environment  Minister  and the Qld 
Federat ion of Bushwalking Clubs 

signed a Memorandum of Under-
standing to promote sustainable 
bush camping and bushw alk i n g 
in protected areas, including by 
l imit ing bushwalking group size 
and requir ing group act ivi ty per-
mits. 

Envi r onmen t  Gr oups  
I ncor por at i on  Ru les 

Good news and some changes for  
environment  groups which are 
incorporated associat ions under  
the Associations Incorporation Act 
1954.  

The Associat ions I ncorporation 
and Other  Legislation Amendment 
Bi l l  2006 was int roduced on 28 
November 2006 and is expected to 
be passed in ear ly 2007 when Par-
l iament  resumes. Once passed the 
Bi l l  wi l l  reduce the cost  and ad-
minist rat ive burden on associa-
t ions by reducing repor t ing and 
audit ing requirements for  smal ler  
associat ions with total  income and 

assets of less than $100,000.  

Fai lure to lodge the requisi te fi -
nancial  documents within t ime is 
now grounds for  cancel lat ion of an 
associat ion. The Bi l l  wi l l  also re-
move the mandatory requirement  
for  incorporated associat ions to 
take out  publ ic l iabi l i ty insurance 
(except  where associat ions own, 
lease or  hold land on t rust ).  

The Bi l l  clar i fies the roles and re-
sponsibi l i t ies of associat ion Secre-
tar ies (including cal l ing meet ings, 
keeping minutes and maintaining 
a register  of members), including 
that  where a Secretary is ap-
pointed by a management  commit -
tee they are not  ent i t led to vote.  

The Bi l l  also states the rules for  
determining a quorum at  a general 
meet ing, which wi l l  overr ide the 
provisions in the Model Rules, and 
says that  a decision is of no effect  
i f i t  is made at  an inquorate gen-
eral meet ing.  
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West er n  Cor r i dor  Recycled Wat er  dr af t  ESI A 
- comment s due by 09.02.07 

Don’t  forget  that  the 2500 page draft  Environ-
mental and Social Impact  Assessment  (ESIA) for  
Stage 1 of the Western Corr idor  Recycled Water  
project  is open for  publ ic comment unt i l  9 Febr u -
ar y  2007. The dr af t  ESI A det ai l s the impacts of 
Stage 1, which compr ises the Bundamba Advances 
Waste Water  Treatment  Plant  and a pipel ine from 
Oxley to Caboonbah to supply recycled water  to the 
power  stat ions. The draft  ESIA is avai lable from 
www.westerncorr idor .qld.gov.au. 

Nat i onal  Wat er  I n i t i at i ve (NWI ) B i enn i al   
assessmen t  - comment s due by 19.02.07 

The NWI  is an intergovernmental agreement  be-
tween the federal, State and Terr i tory govern-
ments from 2004. This year  is the first  year  bien-
nial assessments of progress wi th the NWI  and 
State and Terr i tory implementat ion plans are re-
quired.

Dr af t  nat i onal  appr oach  t o p last i c bag

A nat ional  draft  Regulatory Impact  Statement  
(RIS) which invest igates the opt ions to reduce the 
environmental impact  of plast ic bags was released 
in January 2007 for  comment by 26 Febr uar y  
2007. The opt ions include regulatory or  yet  more 
voluntary measures. Have your  say that  voluntary 
measures are not  enough! See

for  a copy of the RIS. 
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Have your  say on the draft  terms of reference for  the 
environmental impact  statement  (EIS) for :  

Stage 1 of the proposed Traveston Crossing Dam on 
the Mary River  – by 19 Febr uar y 2007; and  

The proposed Wyaralong Dam on the Logan River  – 
by 26 Febr u ar y 2007.  

Terms of reference guide an EIS, which is meant  to 
ensure that  al l  potent ial  environmental, social  and 
economic impacts of the project  are ident i fied, as-
sessed and steps are out l ined about  how to mit igate 
against  any adverse impacts. Submissions on the draft  
terms of reference must  be taken into account  in set -
t ing the final terms of reference. 

The draft  terms of reference for  the M ar y Ri ver  dam 
address impacts on the endangered Mary River  Cod 
and Tor toise and the vulnerable lungfish, water  qual-
i ty and habitat  impacts in Ramsar  l isted Great  Sandy 
St rai t  and Wor ld Her i tage l isted Fraser  I sland, and 
the potent ial  for  weed growth, algae blooms and po-
tent ial  t ransfer  of pathogen organisms between r iver  
basins. The draft  terms of reference for  the L ogan  
Ri ver  dam address histor ic rainfal l  pat terns in the 
catchment  and the impacts of the dam on catchment  

water  flows, downst ream Moreton Bay (an internat ion-
al ly impor tant  wet land) and vulnerable and migratory 
species. 

Both draft  terms of reference state that  the EIS wi l l  
consider  al ternat ives to the project  as wel l  as other  dam 
locat ions and wi l l  out l ine the reasons for  select ing pre-
fer red opt ions. However , EDO bel ieves that  too l i t t le 
emphasis is placed on the need for  the EIS to examine 
al ternat ives, which should be made more prominent  and 
include a requirement  for  a ful l  costs benefi t  environ-
mental, social  and economic analysis of each water  sup-
ply al ternat ive. EDO thinks the need for  a fulsome as-
sessment  of the social  impacts of the dams should also 
be made more prominent  in the terms of reference. 

The draft  terms of reference are both avai lable at  
www.coordinatorgeneral.qld.gov.au/eis. EDO has been 
providing legal assistance to Save the Mary Coordinat -
ing Group on the terms of reference and wi l l  help to pre-
pare a one page pro forma submission which EDO wil l  
put  on our  website. We encourage you to have your  say 
against  the dams and instead advocate for  sustainable 
water  supply opt ions l ike demand management , storm-
water  capture and re-use and water  recycl ing for  dr ink-
ing! 
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Wi l d Ri ver s Code - comment s due by 28.02.07 

A revised draft  Wild Rivers Code has been released 
for  publ ic comment  by 5pm 28 Febr uar y 2007. The 
Code sets out  the requirements for  development  to be 
approved in wi ld r iver  areas, and is used in conjunc-
t ion with the wi ld r iver  declarat ion for  the par t icular  
r iver  (yet  to be made).
