Submission on Traveston Crossing Dam E.I.S. for the Mary River Region
I make the following comments on the adverse environmental impacts of this proposal for the purposes of the Commonwealth Environmental Protection and Biodiversity Conservation Act 1999 and the Queensland State Development and Public Works Organisation Act 1971:

1. Destruction of habitat of listed species and failure to prove mitigation will work

· The massive dam will destroy the habitat of the internationally unique Queensland Lungfish, the Mary River Turtle, and the Mary River Cod and push those species to extinction.

· The Environmental Impact Statement (‘E.I.S.’) fails to quantify the risks to those species, fails to provide adequate mitigation methods and fails to assess the risk that those mitigation methods will be ineffective;

· The EIS proposes a ‘turtle ramp’ and ‘catch and carry’ to assist species to be moved past the dam but fails to provide scientific information to justify how this will be effective in mitigating the environmental impacts.]
2. Inadequate evaluation of alternatives such as desalination

· The EIS fails to address in detail the alternatives to the Traveston dam proposal which are desalination, water recycling, rainwater tanks and reducing water consumption.

· The EIS suggests that the alternatives should be further water extraction from the dam and building more dams

· The EIS fails to account for the infrastructure, running costs and impacts associated with the pipeline that is needed to deliver the water from Traveston to Brisbane.]
3. EIS inadequately addresses Climate Change  Impacts

· The EIS makes an assumption based on modelling programs that there will be minimal future changes in the weather and climate in the Mary River region but this assumption does not follow the Federal or State Government climate change policies
· The EIS questionably assumes that the dam can still pump out water at 2.5% capacity at Stage 1 and Stage 2 of the dam proposal, in dry seasons where rainfall is minimal.

· The EIS fails to provide detailed analysis of climate change impacts for hydrology, floods, rainfall and temperature and evaporation rates which will impinge upon the reliability of the yield generated by the dam and on downstream flows.

· The EIS fails to provide adequate evaluation or mitigation methods for the climate change impacts on the Mary River fauna and flora species.]
4. Adverse Impacts on Great Sandy Strait RAMSAR site
